

About the CPT:

The CPT has three sections: Reading, English (Sentence Skills), and Math.  This test is a computer adaptive test through ACCUPLACER.  This means that the questions are chosen on the basis of answers to previous questions. This technique selects just the right questions for the student’s ability level. Because the test works this way, students must answer every question when it is first given. Each test is untimed so that students can give each question as much thought as they wish. Students can change their answers to a particular question before moving on to the next question, but they cannot leave a question out or come back to it later to change their answer.  If students do not know the answer to a question, they should try to eliminate one or more of the choices. Then pick from the remaining choices.
